The Healeys Charitable Trust Fund has a genuine willingness to help young, disadvantaged Cornish people with a business idea to change their lives through creative entrepreneurship.

Different to other grants and funds, Healeys is looking to support a variety of passionate individuals who do not have the initial starter funds to get their business idea off the ground.  Donations of up to £5000 will be granted, depending on individual requirements, making this a fund where a little will actually go a long way. 

Young disadvantaged people living in Cornwall aged 25 and under with a business idea, can apply to the fund. Selected ideas will then be presented and discussed with the Healey panel in July 2019.  Successful recipients of the funds will be showcased at Healeys Little Orchard Festival in September where they can promote their business ideas to thousands of festival goers.
To be eligible for a grant you must: 
· Be resident in Cornwall or the Isles of Scilly 
· Be aged 25 years and under

· Be able to demonstrate your business idea 

Example of what could be supported:
A 20-year-old female from North Cornwall has been helping her elderly neighbour with her garden since she was 12 years old. She lived at home with her mother and disabled brother of who she helped care for. She struggled academically at school and found an escape through gardening. The young female was determined to sell her very own garden produce someday but due to no financial support being available she thought this would never be possible. She then happened to hear about the Healeys Charitable Trust Fund of which she applied for a small award towards allotment rental, gardening equipment and seeds with the though of selling the produce initially through an honesty box which in turn would generate an income and support the start of her business idea.
